Howtoreadandpractisethewords:
Green words:

Use Fred Talk—pointwithyourfingerundereachphonemeasyoumakethe sound,thenrunyourfinger
under the whole word to blend those sounds together to say the word.

Over time, as they get more confident, encourage them to instant sound blend so they are saying the
sounds in their head quickly then saying the word out loud.

Red words:
The children should be told these words and practise sight reading them (without blending).

We have printed the following on one side of the page so that you could laminate / cutthemup and use
as flash cards for games and practise. Alternatively, you can use them as they are — but please do not go
on to the next words before your child moves on at school —this could be confusing for them.
