A compound sentence is formed when you join 
two ideas with a coordinating conjunction (and, 
but, so, or).

He carries a long rope but he has to be careful that it 
doesn’t get tangled. 



A complex sentence is formed when you join your 
ideas with a subordinating conjunction (although, 
because, if, since, when). 

Can you tell your adult/pet/toys a complex 
sentence about Traction Man?

Traction Man is brave because he went searching in 
the foamy water.

When he has his rocket boots on, he zooms through 
the sky.
